Class activities:

1-Lab Activity p. 51 (with modifications).# 1 Observation:   Examine with stereoscope or magnifier, but you do not have to sketch. # 2- Ink and Transfer: PRACTICE ON REGULAR PAPER BEFORE YOU USE CARDS! Once you have succeeded at taking your prints on paper, You may either:1) Put your prints directly on the card, or: 2) find the BEST print of EACH finger, cut it out and glue (or tape) it to the card.  Above each print, tell which finger it is AND underneath that, its classification (ex- radial loop, plain arch, central pocket whorl, etc).  Also, find 5 different points of minutiae among all your prints. Use a magnifying glass, if necessary.  Circle in pencil, use ruler and label each. 
Also, you must calculate your Primary Classification (Henry- FBI) number on the back of the card. See p. 54 for directions

2- Practice rolling the fingerprints of your lab partner.  Use your handout and the FBI website http://www.fbi.gov/hq/cjisd/takingfps.html to show you how to do this.  No cutting and pasting!  You only get one try per finger on the card.  The card should mimic the one you did on yourself.

3- **If time: Put your right thumbprint on a partially blown up white balloon. Make several prints with your thumb. Roll some away from you and some toward you and then blow it up further.  Using a sharpie and a ruler, identify the ridge characteristics (minutiae) from p. 57.  It should look similar to fig. 7 on page 57. You can use multiple prints to id the minutiae. Be neat and use straight lines.  You can use different prints on the balloon to id all the characteristics.  Put your name on the balloon

2-Lab Activity p. 64-67 (with modifications).

a- I need your right thumbprint on a glass slide. * To make a good latent print, rub your finger over your face or through your hair before you put your print on the glass. Do not dust the print. Bring it to me and in a small baggie.  We will use this later for a “ Who Dun It?” activity among your classmates.

b- Dusting latent fingerprints :  Rub your finger over your face or through your hair and make a print on a glass slide. SPARINGLY, use the black powder. Tap a small amount of powder onto the container’s lid. Apply a small amount to the brush and then gently ”twirl” the brush over the print. Cover with clear tape.  Put your initials on slide.  Observe with digital scope, stereoscope or hand lens.  Then, bring slide to me

c- Dusting and lifting latent fingerprints: Put at least two prints on a slide, beaker or other clear glassware. SPARINGLY, use the black powder. Tap a small amount of powder onto the container’s lid. Apply a small amount to the brush and then gently, ”twirl” the brush over the print.  We will lift prints off of glass objects using clear tape and put the tape with the prints on index cards. You should each lift 2 prints.  Be sure and classify the prints. Put the classification of the prints on the card.  Also, identify at least 2 points of minutiae for each print. Put you name on the index card and turn in
