	Piece of Equipment
	Basic Use
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	Used to make semi-accurate measurements of liquid volumes. This piece of glassware can be read to the nearest 0.1 mL
	Graduated cylinder
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	The Erlenmeyer flask is a common flask in the chemistry lab. It is most often used during the course of a titration and to contain reaction solutions.  Graduations cannot be read with any degree of accuracy.
	Erlenmeyer flask
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	Used to stir solutions
	Stirring Rod
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	Beakers are the most versatile glassware in the lab and can be used for just about anything. The volume graduations on beakers should be used only for "ballpark" estimates.
	Beaker
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	Used to transfer solids from their original container to a scale for weighing.
	Scoopula
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	Used to handle hot beakers.  These are NEVER to be substituted for crucible tongs.
	Beaker Tongs
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	This dish is used to recover dissolved solids by evaporation. While it can be heated, it should not be used for "strong" heating.
	Evaporating dish
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	A watch glass can be used like an evaporating dish for very small amounts of liquid. It can also be used to cover beakers.
	Watch glass
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	Crucibles are used as a container when something requires "strong" heating.
	Crucible and cover
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	These tongs are used for picking up crucibles and crucible covers only.  Notice that there are no rubber tips on a pair of crucible tongs.
	Crucible tongs
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	Used as a support for beakers when placed across a support ring.
	Wire gauze
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	Used as a holding device when heating a crucible or evaporating dish over an open flame
	Clay Triangle
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	When lined with filter paper, used to filter suspended solids from a liquid.
	Funnel
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	Used to hold test tubes for short periods of "gentle" heating.
	Test tube holder
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	Used for temporary storage of test tubes.
	Test Tube Rack
